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JCWP’s 7th Annual Sojourn Juniata Jamboree

It's sojourn season again! Hope everyone had a great winter. With the snow melting and the sun shining I'm
excited to say we've been planning an awesome event this year. We have partnered with Huntingdon's Arts
council for our kick-off event here in Huntingdon. A number of other organization’s have also donated time
and effort to educate sojourners on a ton of interesting area facts. I hope your as excited as me for this
event!

The Juniata Clean Water Partnership is excited to announce the 7th Annual River Sojourn to be held on the
Juniata River from June 9t through June 16th, 2007. The theme is “Juniata Jamboree”. To kick off this
river adventure, a community event will take place at Portstown Park, Huntingdon County, Pa. If you can’t
join us on the river, be sure to attend this event. Huntingdon Arts council will have a rubber ducky race
down the Juniata River along with entertainment later in the evening.

Beginning Sunday, June 10th, sojourners will enter the Main stem of the Juniata River. We will embark on a
94-mile journey down the Juniata River for a total of 7 days. The sojourn will end at Howe Township Park in
Newport. Join fellow paddlers, explore the river, and enjoy camping at many different sites along the river.
There are various programs scheduled for each evening. The presentations will come from local presenta-
tions on history, culture, geology, and local music. Choose to attend one day, several days, or the entire
week. If you do not have your own canoe or kayak, local outfitters will have rentals available.

What is a sojourn?

The word sojourn is defined as “to dwell in a place temporarily.”
Therefore, river sojourn might be defined as “to dwell on a waterway
=~ temporarily.” This years sojourn will dwell on the Juniata River. We
have an exciting 8 day adventure planned for you.

Is the Sojourn just a canoe trip?

No! The sojourn also provides participants with the chance to meet
fellow paddlers, camp, and enjoy a
variety of daily and nightly programs ranging from presentations on history,
geology, and culture, to campfire sing-a-longs and folk music performances.

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Spring time is an especially enjoyable time for me. Trout are on the rise and I am fortunate enough to be close to several
great trout streams. One of which is the Little Juniata River. As everyone knows; the Little J has been in the news the last
few years over stream access issues. The disagreement is still not officially settled as an appeal seems eminent. Many
landowners have graciously continued to allow stream access along the Little J and for that matter along many stretches of
the Frankstown and Raystown Branches. To these landowners I give a grateful thank-you. Anyone who uses these rivers
for recreation owes gratitude to these landowners.

For more than a year, Juniata Clean Water Partnership (JCWP), Central PA Conservancy, (CPC), and Western PA Conservancy
(WPC) have been working with landowners along the main rivers and their tributaries on a variety of projects. Two of
these projects are about to end in June. A very successful riparian streambank fencing project is on its final legs. There
have been over 8 miles of fencing installed and 20 crossings installed. Most of the credit for the success of this program
goes to Ben Wright and Greg Schaetzle of WPC for doing a lot of the grunt work. The other project that the three groups
are involved in is riparian conservation easements. This project also ends in June and so far it has not been as successful.

There are only a few properties under easement and several more in the introductory phase. Donated easements are tough
to sell (so to speak) to agricultural landowners who are struggling to make ends meet. There have been many discussions
among several groups on how to implement such a project. It has been proven over and over that some type of incentive
program is necessary. I understand the reasoning behind this but I also know that there are many individuals who also
respect the land and are in a position to donate the riparian area of their land into an easement. I believe that the concept
of riparian easements is new to this area and like everything else; it takes time to catch on. Over time more and more ease-
ments should be under contract. If there is anyone reading this that is interested in easements and would like more infor-
mation: please contact Mike Makufka at 814-506-1190 or Stephanie Rynder at 717-233-0221.

The Juniata Clean Water Partnership would like to recognize two board members who have been so instrumental in this
organization who have had to give up their seats on the board because of either personal or job related issues. Deb Nar-
done and Dave Sewak have been with the organization since the beginning and still believe in our mission and goals.
Thank both of you for a job well done. As things stabilize I hope that they can find the time to again be a big part of our
organization.

Also this year the Partnership would like to recognize some new board members to the group. David Steele from Southern
Alleghenies RC&D, Dennis Johnson from Juniata College, George Vahoviak from Shaver’s Creek and Denson Groenendaal
from Friends of Greenwood Furnace. George and Denson share the Greenwood Furnace seat. Erika Hollis from Western PA
Conservancy has filled the seat formerly held by Ben Wright.

JCWP definitely appreciate the knowledge and expertise that they bring to the board and the volunteer time from busy
schedules they all take to help this organization.

Also with spring in the air; many people begin planning outdoor recreational outings and vacations. I would like to point
out that the Juniata River is now fully mapped. Water trail maps of the Upper (Frankstown & Little Juniata), Lower, and
Raystown Branches are complete and available. If you cannot find copies of these maps; our Huntingdon office can send
you some. I encourage everyone to explore the Juniata Watershed this year. There are many recreational opportunities
available. Raystown Lake is a natural vacation hotspot but there is so much more. If your interest is culture, history, boat-
ing, hiking, camping, bicycling, bird watching, or just fresh air we have it all. This year Allegheny Ridge will be adding
signage along the river that coincides with outstanding features of the River. Make sure that you take time to read these
signs during your adventures. They are sure to add a tidbit of knowledge to the area that you might not have known be-
fore.

I would like to point out that in my mind the Juniata River sojourn is the best thing going. You can find much more infor-
mation in this edition. Anyone who has never experienced a day on the river should join us. Even one day will prove to be
addicting. If paddling is not your thing but you would like to help with the sojourn there is plenty of behind the scenes
stuff that needs done.
